These choices
are organised in four coherent and
complementary lines of publications to
meet the expectations of the various
professions served by IIEP.

Providing educators with works to guide
both their thinking and their actions:
these books, written by specialists
(practitioners or research fellows), offer
tools and intellectual perspectives to
policy-makers, planners, managers and in
general all those involved in educational
development.

Presenting, describing and explaining the
techniques that foster the development
of education systems: this is the objective
of 'Fundamentals of Educational Planning’,
a series of small-format monographs
offering introductions to and summaries
of all aspects of educational planning.

Providing information and decision-
support tools: a series of policy briefs for
education sector policy-makers draws on
the work of IIEP's experts, who offer their
recommendations based on their latest
research, presented in a concise, accessible
fashion.

Reporting on the latest research in
education: intellectual innovations that
contribute to the modernisation of
planning techniques have been developed
at IIEP. They are showcased in our research
papers, whose purpose is to disseminate
the latest data, trends and analyses
conducted by experts working on the
ground. They are available only on the web
site.

The IIEP Newsletter has been given a
facelift, with thematic sections on current
topics and increased circulation thanks

to the electronic version (10,000 sent by
email), which supplements the traditional
paper version (13,000 subscribers). It
remains a key tool for keeping in touch
with all of the Institute's target groups:
former trainees, educators, international
organisations, etc.

The lIEP web site is designed to achieve
a single objective: offering quick, easy
access to essential information on
educational planning. The site is used
not only to provide information about
IIEP activities, but also to strengthen our
ties with partners (training platforms,
online forums, special reports). It serves
as a portal, giving access to structured
information on educational planning
around the world.

Promoting dissemination and access
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lIEP participates in the pursuit of the goals of Education for All in using information
and communication technologies for knowledge sharing. Thus, resources on education
programmes and policies in various countries throughout the world are continually updated

and can be consulted at any time, from any place.

PLANIPOLIS

Planipolis is a portal giving access to
official documents on the education plans
and policies of UNESCO Member States.
Planipolis covers 187 Member States out
of 193 (97%) and contains nearly 9oo
entries. It is the result of close cooperation
between IIEP, former trainees and the
National Commissions for UNESCO, and

is produced with support from FTI-EPDF.
The site also affords simplified access

to resources by country, supplied by

the UNESCO Education Sector and the
UNESCO Institute for Statistics (UIS), the
International Bureau of Education (IBE) and
the IIEP Documentation Centre. In just a
few clicks, users can access the education
information available for a given country.
In addition to offering a single point of
access to key documents for educational
planners and managers, Planipolis helps
to build the institutional memories of

education ministries in the Member States.

HIV AND AIDS EDUCATION
CLEARINGHOUSE

The HIV and AIDS Education Clearinghouse
is a knowledge-sharing initiative, provided
by UNESCO, with contributions from
external partners. It supports education
professionals, ministries of education,
development agencies, civil society,
researchers and other partners by

providing a comprehensive knowledge
base and information exchange service for
the development of effective HIV and AIDS
policies, programmes and advocacy within
the education sector.

Since 2008, following the decision of the
UNESCO HIV and AIDS Global Coordinator
that existing UNESCO HIV and AIDS online
resource centres should be accessible
through a common platform, the
Clearinghouse has been coordinated by IIEP
with contributions from the International
Bureau of Education and UNESCO Offices
in Bangkok, Dakar, Harare, Nairobi and
Santiago. Each office contributes resources
according to their thematic or geographic
specialty.

The achievement of this common platform
has been recognized by UNESCO. In 2009,
the Clearinghouse was awarded the
UNESCO Team Award in the knowledge
management category.

Currently the Clearinghouse exists in three
languages; English, French and Spanish

and contains over 5,000 resources. Around
7,000 users access the site each month.

By the end of 2009 a Portuguese version

of the site will be available and in 2010
itis envisaged that the UNESCO office

in Beirut will join the project to provide
resources on HIV and AIDS in Arabic as well
as resources from or about HIV and AIDS in
the Arab States.
